On this classic cycling tour you will experience the 
combination of scenic riverbanks of the Danube as well as 
the unique opportunity to visit the most important cites 
that lay alongside the Danube. Vienna, Bratislava and 
Budapest have an overwhelming history with genuine 
notions of the yesteryear.  
 
Nostalgia is combined with a deeply intriguing history 
along the ever-changing riverbanks of the Danube and all 
are included in the places that you will come across. Just to scratch the surface of this in-depth tour;  it takes you to The 
Castle of Eckartsau, which happens to be the place where Austrian Emperor Karl the 1st and his wife Zita met their fate. 
And in Bratislava, where the coronation of Hungarian Kings took place and the famous empress Maria Theresia acquired 
much of her fame, prestige and honour. In Esztergom, the first Hungarian king, King Stephan was born and accepted his 
coronation. Empress Sissi of Austria was crowned Queen of Hungary in Budapest. All of this plus much more will certainly 
make for a trip of a lifetime.

Tour profile 
The tour is mostly flat and sometimes 
slightly hilly. The Austrian section follows 
well-maintained and equipped cycling 
paths, in Hungary, you will often cycle on 
country back and side roads. Upon 
entering and leaving cities there is traffic 
that must be closely observed.  
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TOUR ITINERARY  

 
Day 1 Vienna 
Individual arrival to Vienna (our tip: use low cost transportation between Vienna/Bratislava). Tonight, the evening belongs 
to you! What about a short city walk or a visit at a typical Viennese tavern Heurigen? The possibilities are endless in the 
“City of Waltz”. 

 
Day 2 Vienna –Bad-Deutsch Altenburg/surroundings  approx. 42 km 
Not far from Vienna begins an untouched landscape and a Nature Reserve with stunning and diverse Flora and Fauna. Get 
away from it all and enjoy the wonderful peace and silence, only interrupted by the twittering chirps of birds. The ancient 
Romans have left their print and also have relaxed in the nice warm water of Bad Deutsch Altenburg. The Archaeological 
Park of Carnuntum will invite you into an exciting journey of the past. 

 
Day 3 Region Bad Deutsch Altenburg – Bratislava  approx. 26 km 
Nestled between the hills of Hainbury and the Carpathian Mountains,  cycle to Europes youngest capital,  Bratislava.   The 
quaint old city centre with numerous sights, a lovely pedestrian zone and countless restaurants and cafes will invite you to 
an extended stroll.  High above the city, stand the towers and walls of an exceptional castle. 

 
Day 4 Bratislava – Szigetköz – Györ  approx. 44 km + train Mosonmagyarocar-Györ 
The marshy landscape of the Szigetköz is an ideal environment and paradise for birds and fish alike. In the midst of these 
wild and untouched lowlands with more than 500 tiny islands, you will find quaint farming villages and a labyrinth of 
countless Danube canals and creeks. After a relaxing and short train ride you reach the day’s final destination, Györ with its 
gorgeous Baroque-style old town squares. If you feel like more cycling, its also possible to cycle the route and not using the 
train, which adds another 32k to the journey 
 
 
Day 5 Györ – Komarno/surroundings approx. 57 km 
The National Stud of Babolna is world famous for its Arabian horse breeding and is definitly worth a stroll through. While 
you are visiting the Studs and the Stud Museum you can catch a glimpse of some secrets Hungarian horse breeding 
techniques and methods. After cycling through the lush rolling hills into the village of Komarom, where you will stay in this 
favoured village of renowned King Matthias. 
 
 
Day 6 Komarno/surroundings – Danube Bend approx. 52 km  
Today you cycle along the banks of the Slovakian Danube on small low-traffic roads through quaint and quintessential 
villages.  On your way to the “Town of Bishops and Kings”,  Estergom,  also known as the “Hungarian Rome” or “Royal 
City”,  you pass the Roman fort of Kelemantia.   The Basilica of Estergom, the largest Catholic Church in Hungary, and the 
rest of the town are a highlight of this trip. 
 
 
Day 7 Danube Bend – Budapest approx. 69 km + ship or train ride 
The hilly landscape of the Danube Bend will enchant you. You will cycle through small idyllic villages, discover the artist 
town of Szentendre with the nearby Farm Museum and enjoy a fantastic view of the most famous sights of Budapest during 
your ride towards the capital city of Hungary. Note: Boat ride at the beginning or end of the stage, depending on the season. 
Outside the boat season train ticket as a substitute. 
 
 
Day 8 Budapest  
You enjoy this day in the metropolis of Budapest. If you want you can go back to Vienna by train. The two capital cities are 
very well connected. Direct trains to Vienna run every hour. Duration of the trip is approx. 3 hours.

ADDITIONAL INFORMATION  

 
➢ The bike tours are unescorted. All mileages are approximate distances of recommended routes.  

➢ Vienna, Bratislava (approx 75km from Vienna, Bus Bratislava – Vienna approx €15) and Budapest are accessible by 
many low-cost airlines. 

➢ In Slovakia you have to wear a helmet outside of cities. Helmets can be purchased for €46 and this is payable locally but 
we recommend you bring your own if possible so you are more comfortable. 

➢ In Austria it is mandatory for children under 12 years to wear a helmet when on a bike. 

➢ In Hungary you have to wear a safety vest at night and by poor visibility outside cities/villages. 
 
 
WHAT TO BRING 

 
Your enjoyment of the tour will also depend on whether you choose the right clothes to take along.  We would recommend 
that you bring padded cycling shorts and / or a gel saddle cover which will make your days cycling more comfortable.  
Cycling gloves are also a good investment, as are hard-sole shoes which will help protect your feet.  And don't forget raingear 
including a rain jacket, rain pants and slip-on boots. A hat will protect you from getting too much sun.
